Lunch and snack must be brought every day.  (Lunch is only needed for FULL 

DAY Camp Champs) Be sure to mark your child’s lunch with their name.  Please 

note, there is no refrigeration or microwaves.  

We highly suggest that you provide your child with plenty of water so that 

they may bring it with them to the playing fields! 

 

 

For your child to experience this program to its fullest, we recommend daily 

attendance and participation.  This will allow your child to meet new friends 

and get to know their counselor as well not miss out on all the activities we 

have planned for them.   

On Site Policy: Once a child arrives on site, he or she is required to stay 

unless a parent or guardian comes to pick them up.

games, etc.) 

8. PLACE EQUIPMENT BACK IN ITS APPROPRIATE PLACE WHEN FINISHED 

9. NEVER LEAVE THE SITE 

10. NO GUESTS ALLOWED 

11. GOLDEN RULE:  HAVE A GREAT TIME!

FIRST OFFENSE: Verbal warning by counselor. Parents and Site Director are notified. 

 



SECOND OFFENSE:  Verbal warning by the Site Director, participant receives first discipline 

slip for parent to sign and return.  Camp Director is notified. 

 

THIRD OFFENSE:   Participant receives second discipline slip for parent to sign and return.  

Camp Director and Recreation Coordinator are notified.  The child will 

be removed from the next scheduled on- site activity. 

 

FOURTH OFFENSE:  Participant receives third discipline slip and is removed from the
